September 6, 2025

Tracey has been working on plant sale planning and will be
requesting information on what varieties members will be bringing for
the sale. The sale will be Saturday, 9/6/25 and we will be able to enter
the gates at 9 am. If everything is set up ahead of time, sale can start
early. ISA is booked for sale setup at Zilker on Friday, 9/5/25 from
1pm to 5pm. For those members that cannot make it to Zilker for
setup, you can bring your clean, groomed, labeled, & priced rhizomes
on Saturday morning, before the sale begins.

For those members bringing rhizomes for the sale, Tracey mentioned
that pricing of rhizomes should be in even amounts of $2, $4, $6, $8
and $10. If the rhizomes are really small & scraggly, we can give them
away for buyers. Unknown irises can be priced at $1. If you know the
color of unknown/nameless rhizomes, it can be priced at a higher
amount, if the member can provide a picture of it blooming in their
garden. Many customers shop by color.

If you are planning to contribute rhizomes for the sale, please wash,
dry, & groom plants ahead. You can prune leaves in fan or an upside
down "V" shape, leaving about 4 or 5 inches of foliage above the
rhizome. Label and price each iris cultivar and place it in a paper bag
to bring to the sale.
